The course: At least 8 and not more than 12 fences, with changes of direction, must be set in a ring large enough to permit jumping fluently at a fair hunting pace. Fences should be rustic or as natural as possible, not easily dislodged, of solid appearance, well filled and dressed, for example with shrubs as wings. Maximum height 3ft 3ins (1.00m), maximum spread 3ft 6ins (1.05m), except open ditch and water.  As this is a qualifier for a national final, the course should be set at, or near, maximum unless the judge considers that the ground makes this unsafe.  Normally at least one upright and one spread must be at maximum.  

Qualification: The first THREE qualify for the final, even if they did not jump clear.  If one of the first three has already qualified the qualifying card can be passed down to fourth place provided he 4th placed rider jumped clear.

The course: At least 8 and not more than 12 fences, with changes of direction, must be set in a ring large enough to permit jumping fluently at a fair hunting pace. Fences should be rustic or as natural as possible, not easily dislodged, of solid appearance, well filled and with shrubs as wings. Maximum height 3ft 6ins (1.05m), maximum spread 3ft 9ins (1.12m), except open ditch and water.  The course should be set at, or near, maximum unless the judge considers that the ground makes this unsafe.  Normally at least one upright and one spread must be at maximum.  

Qualification: The first THREE qualify for the final, even if they did not jump clear.  If one of the first three has already qualified the qualifying card can be passed down to fourth place provided the 4th placed rider jumped clear.  

Classes may be split, combined or limited depending on entries. We may split classes into Junior (Under 18) and Senior (18 and over) Sections.
Classes 1 – 7 will consist of a round of jumps marked out of 40, and 20 for style, then a short individual show marked out of 20. An additional mark out of 10 will be given for overall behaviour in both sections.
Classes 8 and 9 will consist of a round of jumps marked out of 40, and 20 for style, then the judge will ride, marked out of 20, and assess confirmation, marked out of 20.
